There are people who think this is a secret and someone could st
some knowledge by looking at the EXIF data. | would say that the EXIF ¢
will not make you vulnerable. The second thing, which is much nrore i
portant, is that you will also be able to include copyrightadinto your plo-
tograph. There are EXIF fields especially for that and you can definthé in
camera (on some models) or in your post processing software. Although the
is an easy way to strip this off the photo, it would beaaiditional effort.

There is a problem with the EXIF data on Flickr. When you look at tite ph
and click onAdditional info (in the lower part of the description), you see the
Settings containing of shutter, aperture, ISO and focal length.

But still, you sheald b
in mind, that it is a big step to sell your soul to Getty Images and tlsene

If you want to reach as many followers as possible, upload your photo at tf
most busy time of the day.
